Only schools or programs with capacity for more

school of residence. Applications for siblings of 
students currently participating in open enroll-
ment must be submitted for consideration, and will 
receive priority status in the process. 

Parents will receive notification by mail of the 
approval or denial of their Open Enrollment appli-
cations in the spring of 2012.  Open enrollment 
status is not determined on a first-come, first-
served basis.  Everyone applying during the open 
enrollment period has the same opportunity for 
acceptance.  

After March 1, out-of-district parents may submit 
Open Enrollment applications to the principal of 
the school they wish their child(ren) to attend, if 
they missed the OE period.  Principals will then 
notify parents of approval/denial or of waiting list 
status as soon as they are able to determine space 
availability.
